The inclusion of a team’s event over the same course
allows for every “weekend warrior” to be in on the
action even if they are unsure about completing all
three disciplines. Team entries are fun and have, over
the years, been the stepping stone many people have
used to get into the sport. They also guarantee two
very vocal team-mate supporters urging you on to
greater things. There is time, if you start now, to be
ready to compete in September but be warned if you
take the first step it is very addictive!

It is expected that in addition to a large contingent of
age group athletes, there will as usual be a sprinkling of the sports true star performers drawn
from the elite ranks of the countries National Team and the Australian Institute of Sport.

The Airlie Beach Triathlon has deservedly gained a reputation as the best Sprint Distance event
on the Queensland Coast with the best course, best prizes and friendliest atmosphere.
